This Business Impact Estimate is given as it relates to the proposed ordinance titled: 
AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF PALM, COAST, FLORIDA, AMENDING CHAPTER 35, NUISANCES, OFFENSES, AND MISCELLANEOUS PROVISIONS, ARTICLE III, SOLICITATION, DIVISION 2, PEDDLERS AND HAWKERS, SECTION 35-163, LICENSE REQUIRED; APPLICATION; ISSUANCE; TERM, SECTION 35-169, LICENSE SUSPENSION AND SECTION 35-170, LICENSE REVOCATION, AND SECTION 35-171, PENALTIES OF THE CODE OF ORDINANCES OF THE CITY OF PALM COAST; TO PROVIDE FOR A REVISED APPLICATION AND REVIEW PROCESS TO OBTAIN AND HOLD A SOLICITATION LICENSE; PROVIDING FOR SEVERABILITY, CODIFICATION, CONFLICTS, AND AN EFFECTIVE DATE

Part I. Summary of the proposed ordinance and statement of public purpose:

The proposed Ordinance is to ensure the safety of the residents of the City of Palm Coast by requiring background checks of door-to-door solicitors, in accordance with state law, and requiring identification badges be worn at all times by licensed solicitors, so residents are aware they are licensed in Palm Coast to conduct door to door sales. 
Part II. Estimate of the direct economic impact of the proposed ordinance on private, for-profit businesses in the City of Palm Coast: (fill out subsections a-c as applicable, if not applicable write “not applicable”) 
(a) Estimate of direct compliance costs that businesses may reasonably incur if the proposed ordinance is enacted: 

Each business that pays for an employee’s application and background check to conduct door-to-door sales will incur an approximate cost of $119.50 per applicant. 
 
(b) Identification of any new charges or fee on businesses subject to the proposed ordinance, or for which businesses will be financially responsible: 

There will be no change in the fee charged by the City for administrative processing of license applications in the amount of $50.00. There will be two new fees paid by the applicant, a $5.00 fee to the Flagler County Sheriff’s Office for fingerprinting and $64.50 to the Florida Department of Law Enforcement for a background check. The new impact will be the direct cost to the Flagler County Sheriff’s Office for fingerprinting and to the Florida Department of Law Enforcement for the background check. Thus the total fee to obtain a solicitor license will be $119.50.

There will be no change to the City of Palm Coast’s regulatory costs and no change in the estimate of revenues collected for the new charges of fees imposed on businesses to cover such costs.  The City’s revenue will remain the same as the license application fee is not changing. The City will not collect the fees for the fingerprinting costs and the background check.
